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Unprecedented

But with further reflection on that term of
unprecedented, 1 believe we can also use the term
unprecedented to describe some of the blessings that
have come from the experiences of the last two and a
half months. We hear from many of their growing
appreciation of their churches and the realization of
having taken for granted the benefits received from the
bonds shared with their church community. The
restoration of the ability to receive the Eucharist has

Sister Ann Regina Hughes OSF celebrates 60 years of consecrated life. Religious take vows of
chastity, poverty and obedience, and their jubilee is an occasion for celebrating God’s faithfulness in
helping them live these vows.

Sister earned a Bachelor of Arts degree in English / History from St. Ambrose University,
Davenport, lowa, and a Master of Arts in Not for Profit Administration from the University of Notre
Dame. Sister Ann Regina made her initial profession of vows on August 12, 1958, and her perpetual
profession on August 12, 1960.

She began her career teaching students in Metamora, Canton, Moline and Normal. Sister Ann Regina
was a Co-Administrator at St. Joseph’s Home in Springfield, IL. and is Treasurer of her religious
community.

In reflecting on her years of service, she was asked what she wished everyone knew about her vocation: “A Pure Gift. I visited
our Motherhouse with a friend who was entering and simply felt a pull to the community. I had planned to go into nursing but
followed God’s ‘pull’ and entered our community. I had our Sisters in grade school and felt at home.”

Another important aspect of celebrating a jubilee is reflecting on what has brought her the most joy. “Learning and working in the
community with our Sisters. We share our prayer life, our ministry, our daily living, and I am enriched by this sharing. Sharing
daily life, deep sorrows, joys and many fun times has deepened my spiritual life and brought me great joy and peace.”

In 60 years what has changed: “EVERYTHING! The world has changed in so many ways since I entered community.
Community has also changed, but the basics remain in both. In community our vows, our call to community, our prayer life, and
our on-going call to serve where we are most needed remain as when I first joined our Sisters.”
